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3. RTE Quota and Admissions 25% Reservation: Under the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory
Education Act 2009, 25% of seats are reserved for children from weaker sections and disadvantaged
groups in neighborhood schools. Government Authority: The government has the authority to enroll childr
in schools under the RTE quota. Private schools must admit these children and provide education up to
the elementary level without any discrimination.

4. Fees: The government reimburses the fees for children admitted under the RTE quota. Schools are strictly

prohibited from collecting any additional fees from these students.

5. Prohibited Fees and Donations Capitation Fees: Schools and management are strictly prohibited from
collecting "capitation fees" or voluntary donations from parents at the time of admission or |ater.

6. Transparency: Schools must publish the fee structure (approved by the State Government) on the
department website and school notice boards. Collecting more than the prescribed fee is illegal.

7. Non-Discrimination in Admissions

8. Schools cannot deny admission based on:

(i) Lack of age proof.
(ii) Caste, religion, place of birth,or language.
(iii)Applying for admission after the extended period has expired,

9. Student Protection and WelfareSafety Standards: Schools must follow all safety measures as per the
Karnataka Education Act, inf‘iuding fire safety, building safety certificates, and child safety guidelines from
K.S.C.P.C.R and N.C.P.C.R.

10) No Detention/Expulsion:

(i) No child admitted shall be held back in any class or expelled from school until the completion of
elementary education.
(i) No Physical/Mental Harassment: Children must not be subjected to physical punishment or mental
harassment.
(i) No Board Exams: No child is required to pass a "Board Examination" until the completion of
elementary education.
(Iv) Certification: Every child completing primary education shall be awarded a certificate as prescribed
under Rule 21 of the RTE Rules and the Karnataka Education Act and Rules.
{v) Inclusive Education: The school must admit children with special needs/disabilities as per the
provisions of the RTE Act and Karnataka Education Act and Rules
(vi) Teacher Requirements and Conduct Qualifications: Teachers must possess the minimum gualifications
prescribed by the government and the RTE Act.
(vit) Salary and Benefits: Salaries, allowances, and service conditions (including PF and ESI) must be as per

State Government notifications and paid through bank accounts.
(viii) Private Tuitions: Under Section 24(1) of the RTE Act, teachers are prohibited from engaging

themselves in private tuition or private teaching activities.
11. The school must follow the state curriculum and use state-mandated textbooks for its academic

programs.
12. The school-must maintain standards as specified under Section 19 of the Karnataka Education Act. Staff
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15. Accounts must be audited by a Chartered Accountant, and a copy must be submitted to the Deputy
Director/Block Education Officer by the end of June every year.

16, The school must follow the language policy as per the Government Notification (Kannada Language
Policy 2016).

17. The Management Board and teachers must function according to the RTE Act and Karnataka Education
Act rules. "

18, The school/management must strictly follow the rules and directions issued by the Government and the
Department.

19. It is mandatory to update school information in the SATS (Student Achievement Tracking System) portal
by the end of March every year.

20. Failure to comply with the above conditions will lead to the withdrawal of school recognition under the
RTE Act 2009 and Karnataka Education Act 1983.

21. After the recognition process is complete, the documents/information submitted in the online
application will be made available for public viewing on the Department website.

22. (Repeat of point 20) Non-compliance with the mentioned conditions will result in the cancellation of the

school's recognition. ‘
